Good Afternoon,

 

Please find enclosed some important information regarding anti doping requirements and resources for National and International level equestrian athletes.

 

It is important to remember that any medications you take, either prescribed or over the counter, may be found on the prohibited list. If you are tested and a prohibited substance is found in your sample(Adverse Analytical Finding), you will be held accountable!

 

There are several over the counter cold medications which are considered to be prohibited substances - you may take one without thinking twice!

Therefore it is recommended that you verify EVERY medication you take to ensure that it is not listed on the Prohibited List.

*The Global DRO*(http://www.globaldro.com/) <http://www.globaldro.com/)is> is an excellent resource that provides athletes and support personnel with information about the prohibited status of specific substances based on the current World Anti-Doping Agency (WADA) Prohibited List. Simply type in the name of the medication you are taking and you will receive confirmation as to whether or not the medication is prohibited.

/What is the Prohibited List?/The Prohibited List is an International Standard identifying substances and methods prohibited in-competition, out-of-competition and in particular sports. *What if I am taking a Prohibited Substance?*

 

*/NEW FOR 2011!/*

 

*Riders in International Events*– (FEI sanctioned competitions in Canada and Abroad) – A TUE form must be submitted to _Equine Canada – Human Medications Department_ for any rider who is competing in an International event and who is taking a prohibited substance.

 

*Riders in National Events*– (any national level competition in Canada and in the US) – *_No TUE required!_* Any rider who is taking a prohibited substance must declare these substances to the Doping Control Officer (DCO) at the time of testing, athletes who receive an Adverse Analytical Finding (positive test) at a national event will undergo a Medical Review to validate and permit the use of prescribed medications for therapeutic reasons.
