	REQUIREMENTS TO ORGANISE FEI EVENTS

	1* and up
	At least one member of the organizing committee must have experience in managing an endurance ride of a minimum distance of 80 Km (50 Mi) within the previous three years.



	3* and up
	The manager or a member of the organizing committee must have attended or plan to attend one FEI Endurance event within the two years prior to the planned event.



	1* and up
	Members of the organizing committee must have a good knowledge and understanding of the FEI Rules for Endurance.



	2* and up
	The majority of the course must be well established, certified to be safe and have a history of at least one long distance event of 80 Km (50 Mi) or longer.



	1* and up
	Changes in elevation for the course must be included with the application for approval.



	3* and up
	The historic completion rate and time must be conducive to realistic achievement of Certificate of Capability for Championship events (eg. 50% of horses completing the distance could achieve CoC as outlined in the FEI Rules for Endurance Art 816.3).



	3* and up
	For Championship events (National, Continental, Regional and Pan American) a “pre-ride” must be held within one year prior to the Championship event.
