Endurance Participation in Equine Canada’s
 
 
Horse Maintenance Program (HMP)
 
 
Equine Canada’s Horse Maintenance Program (HMP) is to encourage owners of international caliber horses to make them available to the Canadian Equestrian Team. Only owners (or person incurring the expenditures) of passported, registered (FEI) horses are eligible to apply for participation in the HMP.
The HMP allows for the issuing of a Equine Canada tax receipt for the actual paid expenses, less $2000 (the basic cost of maintaining a horse) for the owners (or person who incurred the costs).  The fee for participating in the program is $315.  Details/application forms can be found on the Equine Canada website and are attached here for your information – related FAQs below.

 
Endurance has 20 spaces available for HMP.  Those horses who nominated for international events in 2011, and who were subsequently ranked, will have priority. In the following order:

 
         Horse completed the FEI event that it was nominated for (NAJYRC; NAETC; WJYREC; PanAms);
          Horse started the FEI event but did not complete;

          Horse attended the FEI event but did not start;
 
          Horse qualified but did not go to the FEI event.
 
 As an owner of a nominated ranked horse(s) please send an email to Wendy Gayfer, Program Coordinator, Non-Olympic FEI Disciplines, Equine Canada  WGayfer@equinecanada.ca  declaring your intent to participate in the HMP this year, and naming the horse(s) in question, by December 2nd, 2011, 4:30pm EDT.

On December 3rd, 2011, ECI will take these declared horses and rank them according to the above list, and announce the top 20 horses who will be participating in the program.  The owners of these 20 horses then have until December 31st  to compile and submit the required forms to Equine Canada.  Documents received after the December 31, 2011 date are still eligible for donation receipts for income tax purposes but the eligible receipts will be dated 2012 (when they are actually received in the EC office) and therefore only eligible towards your 2012 Income tax return.
 
Should this process not result in 20 horses being selected for Endurance, then the spots remaining will be opened up to other FEI passported horses: ie. horses who entered a FEI competition but were not specifically nominated for an international event in 2011.

 

 

FAQ re: the Equine Canada Horse Maintenance Program:
 

Q - How do you qualify for the Horse Maintenance Program?
 A - The Horse Maintenance Program is designed to issue an official receipt for income tax purposes corresponding to the out-of-pocket expenses incurred in maintaining a team horse. The top 20 horses qualifying for the program are identified by their respective disciplines on an annual basis.

 
Q – Does an application or information package exist for the Horse Maintenance Program?
 A - Yes, An information package will include:

· Covering letter to the owner;

· Horse Maintenance Program document;

· Supplementary Guidelines to the Horse Maintenance Program;

· An Expense Summary Form and

· Sample covering letter for participants of the program..

 

Q – Who is eligible for a donation receipt under the Horse Maintenance Program?
 A - The owner, or the one who paid the actual expenses, is eligible for a donation receipt corresponding to the out-of-pocket expenses incurred in maintaining and competing a team horse.  In accordance with the directive from CRA, eligible expenses will be restricted to out-of-pocket expenses that are required over-and-above the costs of the horse’s ordinary maintenance; predetermined at $2,000 per horse, will be deducted from the expenses submitted.

 

Q – Can multiply owners or payers of expenses of the same horse qualify for the Horse Maintenance Program?
 A – Yes. If more than one individual incurs expenses on the horse, a donation receipt will be issued to each individual based on the amount each person expended in maintaining the said horse supported by receipts. Donation receipts can only be issued to the individual or entity invoiced unless there is sufficient evidence (i.e. a cancelled cheque) that another person paid the invoice.  Donation receipts for syndicated horses will be split amongst the syndicate members unless receipts otherwise support the request.

Q – What type of expenditures are acceptable under the Horse Maintenance Program?
 A - Maintenance expenses fall into the following general categories as they relate to the horse:

Board, Farrier, Veterinarian, Horse transport, Show entries, Training, Horse insurance, Other such as: Competition related travel, food and accommodation, Horse passports and license fee, Membership and sport license fees, Minor repairs to equipment.

 

Q - Does Equine Canada charge an administration fee to applicants selected for the Horse Maintenance program?
A - Yes, Under Equine Canada’s service pricing policy, the processing of submissions under the Horse Maintenance Program is subject to a charge of $315 for each file processed. A syndicate or file requiring multiple receipts will be charged the full $315 processing fee for the first receipt plus $105 for each subsequent receipt.
