Trail

Mostly sandy based which includes truck trails, two track, pasture land and single track trails. The land is rolling with an elevation change of 150 Meters.  Some steep up and down trails and some deep sand. No paved roads. Some light gravel remote roads. 

Awards

For the purpose of awards all entrants will be in the Open division. We have two divisions for each mileage, junior (under 16 as of April 23) and senior. There will be awards 1st to 4th and Best Condition Horse for each division.

NOTES:

FEI Riders’ Requirements:

Proof of Novice Qualifications, (in Canada verified by Endurance Canada / in US verified by USEF);

Horses must be 6 years old for 1* and 2*; Horses must be 7 years old for 3*;
Rider and Horse must be registered with FEI;

Canadian riders must be a member of Endurance Canada;

Canadian riders must have authorization from Equine Canada to compete

Canadian competitors must have a minimum of an Equine Canada Platinum Sport License; See Art A204 of Equine Canada Rules.
FEI Horse passport is not required for CEI 1* Canadian horses, however a document of identification/ownership is required;

FEI passports are required for all other horses entered in the FEI competition;
Horses entered in CEI 1*, CEI 2* and CEI 3* must meet FEI vaccination protocols.  The OC is requiring vaccinations for ALL FEI horses.
Seniors must meet minimum weight requirements - 70 kg for 1* and 2*, 75 kg for CEI 3*; JR/YR divisions - no minimum weight; 

All FEI riders must have Log Book filled out at completion of ride by Foreign Veterinary Delegate;

US riders must meet all the requirements regarding memberships, sport licenses, etc. of their NF; 

US riders must have the authorization of their NF to compete;

US riders must meet FEI vaccination protocols and have an FEI passport to compete in Canada; 

US riders must ensure all required paperwork for border crossing is in order.

Novice Qualification requirements:

Horses and riders, though not necessarily as a combination, must successfully complete 2 rides of distances between 40 – 79 km and 2 rides of distances between 80 – 90 km at maximum speeds of 16 km/h or under (no faster than 10 mph); 

or, alternatively, successfully complete 3 rides of distances of 80 – 90 km at maximum speeds of 16 km/h or under (must be completed in maximum time allowed for these distances under the national rules).  Horses must be at least 5 years old to qualify as a Novice. 
Horses and riders must complete the requirements of this qualifying phase (outlined above) within a 24 month period to qualify to take part in FEI competitions; those 24 months MUST be IMMEDIATELY before the first FEI event (CEI 1*).   The qualification for horses is valid for a period of 24 months.  Example: if a horse meets qualification for novice, and then does nothing for 3 years from the date of the last ride, the horse must re-qualify at the Novice level.  

JUNIOR/YOUNG RIDER COMPETITORS:
Young Riders can compete in YR Events from the beginning of the year in which they will turn 16 until the end of the year in which they will turn 21.

Juniors can compete in Junior Events from the beginning of the year in which they will turn 14 until the end of the year in which they will turn 18. 

Seniors can compete in Senior events, including Championship Events in the year when they will turn 18.

  

In Endurance, any person from the beginning of the year in which they turn 14 can compete in Senior Events as long as they have met all the qualification requirements and are authorized by their National Federation.  

More rules…………

Pulse Times:  All levels must meet 64 bpm within 20 minutes, except 30 minutes at finish.

Mandatory Rest Periods:   Also refer to 815.3 for new rules related to horses eliminated for metabolic reasons which require immediate invasive treatment at a CEI event.

Additional Information on Mandatory Rest Periods: 
After competing in a CEI event, a horse must be given a mandatory minimum rest period, as defined, before it is again eligible to participate in a FEI competition:

Distance completed:

0 – 40 km – 6 days (retirement only)

0 – 80 km – 13 days

Over 80 km – 20 days 

FEI Endurance Log:  Each horse will have an official log which will accompany the passport on which results of each FEI competition will be recorded, including details of treatment, and signed by the Foreign Veterinarian Delegate.  Download this form from the FEI website:  http://www.fei.org/Disciplines/Endurance/Rules/Pages/Regulations.aspx.   It is listed as FEI Endurance Competition Log Sheet.  Only the Veterinary Delegate, President of the Ground Jury and Appeal Committee can make entries in the Log Book.

Dress Code:  Protective headgear, safe footwear with heels or boxed stirrups/equestrian safety stirrups, shirt with a collar and appropriate riding gear.

Vaccination requirements:  The 1* horse must bring a document that will verify its identity (registration papers - although they are not really the best because the description and color of the horse can change from the time they are registered as babies until they are 7 or 8 years old, and any scars etc will not be mentioned).  The best ID document is in fact the Coggins.  
Any horse, including horses entered in the CEI 1* or the Open ride, MUST have met ALL FEI Vaccination requirements if they are to be stabled in the FEI designated area.  
Horses without proper vaccination records signed by their own veterinarian will be removed from the FEI areas (camping and crewing) and the FEI competition, to the Open Division without exception.

Vaccination protocol is provided below for your information and use. 

From 1 January 2005 onwards, influenza vaccination for all horses competing in FEI competitions requires a vaccination within six months + 21 days of the competition. 

1. All horses intending to participate in FEI competition must have at least received an initial primary course of two vaccinations, given between 21 and 92 days apart. Thereafter, a third dose (referred to as the first booster) must be given within 7 months after the date of administration of the second primary dose, with at least annual boosters given subsequently (i.e. within one year of the last dose). 

2. If the horse is scheduled to take part in an FEI competition, the last booster must have been given within 6 months + 21 days of arrival at the FEI event. (The 21-day window has been provided to enable vaccination requirements to fit in with the competition schedule). 

3. No vaccination shall be given within 7 days of the day of arrival at the FEI event. 

4. All horses that were certified as correctly vaccinated under the previous FEI equine influenza vaccination rule prior to 1st January 2005, do not need to start a primary course again provided that they have complied with the previous rule of primary course and annual re-vaccinations and the new rule of a booster vaccination within 6months + 21 days of the day of arrival at the FEI event. 

Vaccines, Administration and Certification 

( All proprietary equine influenza vaccines are acceptable to the FEI irrespective of the route of administration. 

( All vaccines must be administered by a Veterinarian. 

( The vaccination should be administered according to the manufacturer’s instructions (i.e. intramuscular injection or intranasal). 

( The details of the vaccine, serial/batch number, the date and route of administration must be recorded in the FEI passport.

Directions

Take HiWay 44 north from Westlock (north west of Edmonton).
Go 13 miles north to Junction of HiWays 801 and 661.

Follow Long Island Lake Municipal Park signs.

There is a corner store at this junction.

HiWay 44 veers off to the left. Go Straight (north). You are now on 

801. Paved!
Go 8 miles. Turn right (east). Go approx. 3 miles on winding 

sandy road. At the Y keep left. Grounds 300 yards.

Disregard road closed detour signs if they are up. They are for 

our benefit. There may be RCMP or a By-Law officer there. 

They will be instructed as to who they let through.

NOTE:

FEI Horses must recover to 64 BPM within 20 minutes of crossing the ‘in gate’. Exception is at the finish line where they have 30 minutes recovery time.
No weight divisions in any distance.
For FEI riders: Your application will be held as not complete until the Authorization to Compete is received from your NF.
