· Send the completed form to the ECI Chair: mcryderm@mts.net 

· Complete application form: ‘Intention to Hold an FEI-sanctioned Competition (attached);

· Send the completed form, and bank draft in Cdn. Funds, for Calendar Fee (see below) to ECI: mcryderm@mts.net 

· Equine Canada will submit this to FEI for approval;

· Complete the ‘draft schedule’ (attached);

· Submit to Equine Canada* (include confirmed Officials);

· Equine Canada will submit this to the FEI.

Note: Star Levels of Endurance Rides are as follows: 1* = 80 - 119 km (49.7 – 73.94 miles); 2* = 120 - 139 km 74.5 – 86.37 miles); 3* = 140 - 160 km 86.99 – 99.41 miles); 4* = Senior Championship of 160km and J/YR of 120 - 130km.
