Criteria for holding an FEI-sanctioned competition

All Canadian competitions interested in holding an FEI-sanctioned event must apply to Equine Canada in order to be considered for FEI approval. 

Application Procedure

· All Canadian competitions interested in holding an FEI-sanctioned event must complete the application form entitled “Intention to Hold an FEI-sanctioned Competition” and return it to the Manager, Non-Olympic FEI Disciplines at Equine Canada.  
· This application form must be accompanied by a bank draft, payable in Canadian funds to Equine Canada, to cover the applicable calendar fee (refer to FEI fee schedule). 

· Applications must be received in the EC office by September 26th.  Applications submitted after this date are subject to higher calendar fees (refer to FEI fee schedule).
· Competition applications are subject to the approval of the appropriate discipline committee of Equine Canada.  
· Only competitions whose complete application form and fee were received will be submitted to the FEI for approval. 

PROCESS

Draft Schedule
· The draft schedule for each FEI Event must be submitted in English to the Manager of Non-Olympic FEI Disciplines no later than 17 weeks prior to the competition and must be approved by the FEI and the CRC before printing.  Blank draft schedules are available on the FEI website (www.fei.org) in January of each year.

· Draft schedules must include confirmed officials. For a list of current FEI officials, refer to the current FEI Directory or contact Equine Canada. 

· Any changes made by the FEI must be included in the printed prize list or final schedule.

· The FEI must approve the draft schedule before it can be printed or distributed.  

Please note: FEI approval can take up to 6 weeks.

The competition must meet all FEI requirements and comply with all applicable EC policies/rules.   
Results

· Results of the competition must be provided to Equine Canada, along with three (3) copies of any printed program, within 5 days of the completion of the event. The results must be submitted in the required FEI format (available at www.fei.org) and faxed or e-mailed to the EC office.  Failure to submit results to the FEI will result in a fine (refer to FEI fee schedule).

Cancellations

· All competition cancellations must be made in writing to the Manager, Non-Olympic FEI Disciplines at Equine Canada. Events cancelled after submission to the FEI will forfeit the submitted calendar fee. 

FEI FEES

All payments are made payable to Equine Canada in Canadian Funds.

Calendar Fees

Calendar fees are due upon application for all FEI-sanctioned events submitted to the FEI in the fall for the upcoming year. Additions to the Calendar after the fall deadline are subject to the applicable Addition fee; modifications to the Calendar after the fall deadline are subject to the applicable Modification fee.

Organizing Dues

Organizing dues will be charged on the basis of the total amount of prizes in cash and in kind convertible into cash according to the scale shown below:

· 4.7% on amounts up to CHF 149 999

· 4.2% on amounts from CHF 150 000 to 249 999
Minimum Organizing Dues:  A minimum fee of CHF 500 will be imposed for events without prize money or with a prize amount lower than CHF 8 900.
ADDITIONAL

Competition OCs are responsible for meeting the obligations set out in FEI general regulations, disciplines rules and veterinary regulations. Copies of FEI rulebooks may be obtained from the EC Order Desk (613-248-3433, x107).
Failure to abide by FEI rules can not only put the competition in jeopardy with the FEI but may impact the standing of Equine Canada (as the Canadian National Federation) with the FEI.
