Team Canada has a strong and experienced group of riders and horses, and has expectations of doing well at this prestigious event.   At the previous World competition, January, 2005, UAE, Canada was successful in having its Team complete in fourth place; 32 Teams and 41 countries participated in that event.  Go Canada! Pan American Endurance Championships 2007


Earlier this year we were advised that FEI had made some policy changes, apparently without consultation with the National Federations (certainly not Canada and the US), that drastically impact our ability to host the Pan American Endurance Championships in North America, now and in the future.  In recent years the Pan American Championships have involved 5 ‘zones’ from the US and 2 from Canada, each allowed 12 riders, with the host ‘zone’ being allowed 18.  These numbers made it economically (somewhat) feasible.  The recent policy change, however, would dictate that the host COUNTRY (not ZONE) would be allowed 12 riders and each other COUNTRY only 6 riders – therefore a total of only 18 riders from North America – obviously too few to financially support the undertaking.  Don Adams, Executive Director of Equine Canada, and Mary Lutz, Endurance Representative for USEF, have been aware of this situation and have done what they can do on our behalf but it appears that these policy changes are here to stay.  Because of this, Myna Cryderman has respectfully withdrawn her bid to host the 2007 Pan American Championships in Manitoba, and the pre-ride this summer.  Whereas we are saddened by her decision, we fully support it under the circumstances.  We know that there will be many very disappointed riders who have worked hard to get all the (expensive) FEI paperwork in order, and who have been planning their ride season around qualifying for the Pan Ams.  There is still a possibility of hosting a North American Endurance Championship, as was held in Maryland last year.  At this time the USEF High Performance Committee and AERC International (and Endurance Canada) are looking into options.  We are all optimistic that an alternative can be found and will keep you informed.  

And remember:  World Equestrian Games in Kentucky in 2010!   Please find attached a list of FEI and 100 Mile Rides for 2006.
Equine Canada International Committee (Daphne Richard reporting)

As you know (or not!), I am on the Equine Canada International Committee, as part of fulfilling our mandate with them.  We recently had a conference call regarding the election of the new president for FEI, to be decided upon at the upcoming General Assembly in Kuala Lumpur, which will be attended by Don Adams and Francois Ferland, on our behalf.  The three candidates are: Princess Haya Al Hussein (daughter of King Hussein, married to Sheikh Mohammed), Princess Benedicte of Denmark (totally supported by the European countries who already dominate FEI), and Freddie Serpieri (been involved with FEI for many years - didn’t even mention ‘endurance’ in his letter stating what he would do if elected president).  When this was discussed a few months ago, I felt that perhaps Princess Haya lacked some experience, but further research revealed that she currently sits on two IOC Committees, and when Colin Schmidt from Vaulting wrote to the nominees regarding their candidacy, she was the only one to reply, and even followed it up with a phone call.  I liked what she had to say in his letter; she ‘gets’ the issue of the ‘other’ FEI disciplines, and wants to encourage our participation.  John Long from USEF was also on our conference call, at the request of Don Adams, as he had interviewed the three candidates at length, following which the US has decided to back Princess Haya.  Everyone agrees that the FEI is at a critical juncture right now, needing MAJOR changes (a strategic planning committee has been struck to look into the ‘modernization’ of FEI), and this is, perhaps, an opportunity to ‘repair’ and renew.  John felt that Princess Haya was very mature in her thinking, and in her approach (in his opinion, much like her father King Hussein), was very engaging, and very ‘natural/passionate/unrehearsed’.  When questioned about with whom she would surround herself, (in John’s opinion again) it would be a ‘dream team’ – a blend of old and new, youth and experience (he was not at liberty to divulge ‘who’).  In view of our current issue with FEI policy changes that drastically affect our ability to hold Pan Am Endurance Championships or other (FEI) championships in North America, I agree that HUGE changes are required, and am very supportive of ‘new blood’, and in our case, who better than Princess Haya, an endurance rider, sympathetic to the ‘smaller’, less established FEI disciplines.  SO – on your behalf – I voted for Princess Haya.  The vote, by the EC International Committee, as it now stands: 4 for Princess Haya, 3 for Freddie, and 1 for Princess Benedicte.

The Endurance Canada Committee has been identified as the sole representative of the sport of endurance on the Sport Council and Equine Canada, and this is well documented in Equine Canada meeting minutes.  We are among the other non-Olympic FEI disciplines: Vaulting, Driving and Para-Equestrian.

Resignation:

Please be advised that Elroy Karius has recently resigned as Chair of the Endurance Canada Committee, and has recommended to the Committee that Daphne Richard replace him as Interim Chair.  A memo has been sent to Committee members, asking for their support in this regard.  Monika Smith and Chicki Jacques have agreed to stay on as Interim Secretary and Membership Secretary respectively.  It is anticipated that the submission of our ‘terms of reference’ for Equine Canada will be ready for presentation at their mid-year Sport Council Meeting.  This will include information as to when our first elections/AGM etc. will be held.  Whereas all monies received by EnCan automatically go to our Equine Canada ‘Endurance’ account, we will soon need a treasurer who will oversee this and assist the Committee in developing sound financial policies to best benefit all members.
Sub-committees at Work
National Rules:  Eve Comrie has completed the first draft of the proposed national rules, and the Sub-committee is busy reviewing/fine-tuning them.  Thank you everyone!

Terms of Reference:  We are currently working on our Terms of Reference; Mission, Vision and Value statements; an organizational plan and governance structure – as per our Equine Canada mandate.

The NorthWind Challenge Canadian Championships offers something for everyone with a 100 Mile FEI CEI*** Endurance Canadian Championship, the 20 Mile Ride ‘N’ Tie Canadian Championship, a 80 Mile 2 Day Competitive Trail Canadian Championship, a 1- day 40 Mile AHA Regional Championship Competitive Trail Ride and a 50 Mile Endurance Ride from August 31st to September 3rd , 2006. 

The Canadian Championships will be held in L’Ange Gardien (Guardian Angel), Quebec, located 30km (50 miles) East of our National Capital, Ottawa this September. The Championships have taken place across Canada starting with a OCTRA event in Ontario in 1985 onto New Brunswick in 1986 and all the way west to British Columbia in 1992. Now it’s Quebec’s turn in 2006. First time hosts to both Quebec and the Canadian Championships, but not new to the sport of distance riding, the team from NorthWind have managed a ride every year in L’Ange Gardien for the past 6 years. 

This Championship will be a great place for qualifications to be met when considering nomination criteria with both FEI and AHA sanctioning. The ride is sanctioned with FEI as a CEI ***. AHA will have both Region 16 and Region 18 participating at this event. With so much happening at the International level, not that far from home in the near future, it’s a great event to get young horses started with the many different levels and distances offered. As well as to see the best compete for the GOLD!
