The main item brought to the attention of the Bureau for information and approval following the meeting of the FEI Endurance Committee in Paris (FRA) on 2 April 2007 was the progress made by the Endurance Task Force established to carry out a full review of the discipline. 

The Task Force’s mandate is to proactively gather ideas/suggestions and propose changes indicative of the collective wish to continue to develop and raise the standards and perception of international Endurance around the world, keeping Horse Welfare issues as a primary concern.

Assigned areas of responsibility include:
1. Qualification – James Bryant (CAN): Criteria for Championships, Horse Log book/Results Record, Weights, Regional Championships, Handicap System, Leasing of Horses
2. Organization – Vijay Moorthy (IND): Public perception, Dress, Terminology, Abandonment of Events – Protocol, Approved technology, Handicap system.
3. Equine Protection - Fred Barrelet (SUI): Equitation training, Equine research, Minimum rest period between events, Local environment monitoring, Hold/Presentation/Criteria evaluation, Progression through ride distances.
4. Education – Maurizio Stecco (ITA): TD/Course designers, Availability of qualified officials, Maintenance of Official status, FEI database, Courses and development, Star rating of officials.
5. Legal Controls – Art Priesz (USA): Metabolic eliminations, Rider suspension, Enforced rest periods (horses).
6. Competition Structure – John Robertson (GBR): Low level distances (are they a danger?), star rating of distances, Number of vet gates – climate, TD responsibilities, Progressive closing of vet gates, Best Condition Rules.

A raft of proposals were submitted to the International Equestrian Federation (FEI) in early November.  Among them were suggestions for a new qualifying system for riders; suspending horses and riders from competition after they are eliminated from a race; and more specialized training for veterinarians and officials.  The FEI announced plans to overhaul the rules of endurance in the spring 2008, following vast growth in the sport, and a number of equine deaths in recent years.   Fred Barrelet, DVM, led one group charged with looking at horse welfare: "One of the criticisms of endurance is that people can get on a horse and six months later ride in an international-level competition," he said. "A proper system of qualification could ensure that riders are competent to negotiate an endurance competition as they move up through the levels."  Dr. Barrelet's group has also proposed more research is done on endurance, and that rest periods between rides be imposed.  "We've looked at whether a rider should be suspended if their horse is eliminated [at a vet check]," he said.  The introduction of an FEI-standard logbook and better training for officials have also been suggested, as well as ideas to make the sport more marketable and attractive to the public.  FEI Endurance judge and Technical Delegate, John Robertson, has been chairing the group looking at ‘Competition Structure.’  "There's a lot of talk about different finishes, distances and the removal of weights for endurance horses," he said, "but nothing has been decided yet; these are only ideas”.  Ian Williams, FEI head of Endurance who presented the report, said the Task Force will produce their final recommendations by March 2008, after which the proposals will be sent to National Federations for comment.

Trial Event for the 2008 FEI World Senior Endurance Championship 

Heavy tropical storms and torrential rain greeted the 38 horse and rider combinations who set out on the first phase of the FEI CEI 3* Trial event at Terengganu, East Malaysia at 4.30 pm on the afternoon of 10 November 2007.

Eighteen combinations from around the world joined by 20 locally based combinations took part in the trial event to assess the weather conditions and facilities planned for the 2008 FEI World Senior Endurance Championships.

This second trial event was part of the two-year-preparations being undertaken by the organizing company YDSM and the Malaysian Equestrian Federation.

The event, The Sultan's Cup Terengganu Endurance Challenge 2007, needed to meet the minimum criteria for overseas combinations (40% completion rate within 16 hours ride time) imposed by the FEI to assess the safety and ability of horses to successfully compete in the climate of Terengganu State.

The tropical storm and heavy rains in fact produced cool, near ideal conditions - albeit very wet, which brought about a completion rate of 66% for the overseas combinations who had arrived some three weeks earlier into the extensive quarantine facilities purpose built for the event by the OC.

These facilities are part of a newly constructed International Endurance Centre which includes full equine hospital, central vet gate, full conference and hospitality buildings together with extensive catering outlets.

Some six nations from South America, North America, Europe, The Middle East and Asia were hosted by the organizers. These nations were also joined by riders from the UAE and Malaysian based South Africa and Australian riders. Unfortunately though, no Australian based combinations that had been invited by the organizers were able to compete. They had been prevented from traveling because of the recent equine travel restrictions imposed in Australia.

First to cross the finish line at just after 8.00 am the following morning was Naser Marzouqi from the UAE riding Hafiza Du Mas with a total ride time of 10 hours 31 minutes giving an average speed of 14.86 kph. Jack Begaud from France with Idais Tohiba was second with a speed of 14.82 kph. UAE rider Khalid Al Shafar on Supreme Dream took third place by a short head in an exciting racing finish for the line just ahead of Maria Vitoria Liberal Lins on Filoteu Rach from Brazil, both riding at 14.69 kph.

The first 16 combinations all successfully completed the 160 kms achieving the present minimum FEI Championship qualifying speed of 12 kph.

The final ride detail showed that of the 18 overseas combinations that started the ride, 66% achieved completion and were joined by over 50% of the locally based horses and riders. 8 horses were presented for the Best Condition Award later that morning.

Whilst everyone taking part in the trial event accepted that the cool, wet weather had greatly assisted in the high performances achieved, there was praise from the teams for the dedication and commitment from the Malaysian organizers.

Ian Williams, the FEI Director for Endurance who attended the event commented, “The trial run has fully met the criteria imposed by the FEI and the facilities present at the venue were of the highest standard. The weather was extremely kind so no one must forget what the temperature and humidity can be like and to think that it is easy to complete 160kms in tropical conditions. However those who have been successful at this trial event have shown that with the right degree of experience and care, and with assistance.

WORLD ENDURANCE CHAMPIONSHIP, MALAYSIA 2008

Dear Sirs,

Following the successful trial event held over this past weekend in Terengganu, Malaysia, it is now confirmed that Malaysia will be the hosts of the 2008 World Endurance Championships.

As you are aware, there is a strict qualification criteria in place for the WEC 2008. Some of these qualifications will require extra information given to the FEI by NFs and Ride Organisers and we would like to count on your support to ensure that all required information reaches the FEI. The extra qualification criteria has been put in place to ensure the welfare of the horse.

May we refer you to the ‘New Eliminations Results Procedure’ document. Detailed in this document are new terms to be used on the FEI Results Sheet and we would very much appreciate your cooperation with this matter.

We would also ask the following:-

· To provide us with details of all riders eliminated for metabolic reasons from all FEI Rides (through the FEI Results Sheet)

· To provide us with details of all riders eliminated for metabolic reasons at all National Rides - reference Article 825.6 of the FEI Endurance Rules (link below)…

Once we reach the date of 6 months before the close of Nominated Entries we will ask you to also provide us with details of any horses that have received immediate metabolic treatment during both FEI and National rides. A reminder will be sent to all NFs closer to this date.

We thank you very much for your kind cooperation. We realise this will create a little extra work for the NFs and the OCs, but we ask you to please remember these strict qualification procedures have been put in place to ensure the wellbeing of all horses at the WEC Malaysia 2008.

Quarantine for Malaysia

The US horses that went to Malaysia for the pre-Ride were quarantined in Los Angeles for 7 days. The extra time (7 days as opposed to the usual 3) is to check for screw worm larvae before the release from quarantine. Art King DVM has suggested that any Canadian horses going to Malaysia for the WEC in 2008 would likely find it most economical to travel each way in transit via USA.  The cost of the risk assessment and, if approved, subsequent quarantine in Canada, would be far more expensive than quarantine in USA.  More details will be available in the New Year.

MALAYSIA 2008 WORLD ENDURANCE CHAMPIONSHIPS – SENIORS 
Articles 825.3.2 and 825.3.3 do not apply for Malaysia 2008 
Articles which will apply following the decision of the FEI Endurance Technical Committee to require qualification to be undertaken only as a combination: 
Minimum Qualification Criteria Art 825: 
825.3 
3.1 

To be qualified to participate in any Championship or any other CEI 4* ride, a rider/horse as a combination has to have successfully completed a CEI 3* (or above) ride, the combination, in doing so, meeting the parameters and conditions as defined in art.825.4. This minimum qualification must be achieved within 24 months prior to the closing date of nominated entry. 

825.4 
The rider/horse must: 

1. Successfully complete the ride equal to, or greater than, the published Championship or CEI 4* distance (5kms tolerance allowed). 

2. Successfully complete the ride (as defined in art.825.3) in a ride time equal to, or less than, 13 hours 20 mins. per 160 kms distance. 

3. Successfully complete the ride in the same time frame as the published Championship or CEI 4*. 

Time Frame:
1. One Day: A ride which has no single hold time in excess of 120 minutes and has a total of all hold times not exceeding 300 minutes. 

2. Multiple Day: A ride which has one or more single hold times in excess of 480 minutes. 

SUBJECT TO SPECIFIC ADDITIONAL QUALIFICATION AS DETAILED HEREUNDER 

825.5 
Additional Qualification Criteria applicable only to Malaysia 2008. 

To be qualified to participate in WEC Malaysia 2008 a rider/horse as a combination has to have successfully completed an additional FEI CEI 3* (or above) ride, the combination, in doing so, meeting the parameters and conditions as defined below. This additional qualification must be achieved within 12 months prior to the closing date of nominated entry. 

The rider/horse must: 

1. Successfully complete such additional ride equal to, or greater than, the published Championship or CEI 4* distance (5kms tolerance allowed). 

2. Successfully complete such additional ride in a ride time equal to, or less than, 13 hours 20 mins. per 160 kms distance. 

3. Successfully complete the ride in the same time frame as the published Championship or CEI 4*. 

Time Frame: 

One Day: A ride which has no single hold time in excess of 120 minutes and has a total of all hold times not exceeding 300 minutes. 

Multiple Day: A ride which has one or more single hold times in excess of 480 minutes. 

825.6 
1. Any horse qualified as per the articles 825.3, 825.4 and 825.5 above that within 6 months of the closing date for nominated entries is eliminated from any FEI or National competition for Metabolic reasons, requiring immediate invasive treatment (while still under competition veterinarian control), will forfeit such qualification. 

2. Any Rider qualified as per the articles above who, within 12 months of the closing date for nominated entries, is eliminated from any two consecutive events (FEI or National) for Metabolic reasons will forfeit such qualification. 

REPORTING OF METABOLIC ELIMINATIONS
The FEI has requested new reporting procedures of all National 

Federations and Ride Organizers. This entails reporting metabolic 

eliminations for all events, both CEI and CEN. Note that riders (and 

horses) Certificate of Capability (CoC) will be withdrawn if:

 1) a metabolic elimination which requires invasive treatment occurs 

 within 6 months of the Nominated Entries Date for the 2008 WEC.

 2) two consecutive metabolic eliminations occur within the same 6 

 month period.

 This loss of CoC will likely effect the decision by riders, trainers, 

 and owners with respect to the application of invasive treatment 

 following an endurance event. It is assumed that intravenous 

 re-hydration following a metabolic elimination will cause the
withdrawal of the CoC.
