APEX Clinic Ontario – Feb. 2008

It all started with an innocent discussion at the dining room table – it was serving as the boardroom table for the Seaway Valley Arabian Horse Association (SVAHA) executive.  We are a small but active association situated about halfway between Ottawa and Montreal, close to Cornwall, Ontario.  Our association includes enthusiastic distance riders and we wanted to do something a little different for our annual Stormont Training Ride – something that catered a little more to endurance riders.

We contacted respected endurance veterinarians and other endurance specialists in the province and were getting stymied – lots of important events are already underway at the beginning of May, when our training ride is sanctioned to happen.  Hmm, what about running something in the middle of winter when nobody is doing much?  What about organizing a bunch of people to go to the US for an APEX clinic?  Hey, what about having them come here???  A few emails later, and we suddenly found ourselves in the middle of negotiating travel, locations, food...amazing!

SVAHA is extremely excited to be presenting the APEX team for the first time in Canada on February 23/24, 2008.  The three members of APEX who will be presenting form a pretty stellar trio, to say the least.  Recently named ‘2006 Overall Horseman of the Year’ by Chronicle of the Horse, John Crandell III is the winner 2007 AERC championship, 2007 winner of Tevis Haggin cup, winner of the 2006 “Triple Crown” (Tevis, Old Dominion, AERC Championship), and a 5-time winner of Old Dominion.  Former AERC President, Stagg Newman, has a long list of achievements including winning 20 100-Milers, winning the 2006 Canadian Championship, and two team gold medals.  Dr Ann Stuart also has quite a history with endurance riding including acting as vet for the US Endurance Team to the 2006 World Equestrian Games (WEG), Chef D’Équipe - USA East (gold)

The APEX team themselves is very excited about coming to Canada and sharing their knowledge.  The APEX acronym stands for “A Partnership in Endurance Xcellence.”  APEX’s mission is partnering in training and academic advancement to achieve the highest performance levels in endurance horses, riders, and teams.  As they have advertised on their own website, this clinic is covering “Endurance – Soup to Nuts”.  Although it will be “sans cheval” it seems that this kind of format is something whose time has come.  The response has been overwhelming and we expect to hosting attendees from Alberta, New Brunswick and Vermont in our little town of Avonmore, Ontario.

The APEX team brings a special kind of enthusiasm for the sport.  As Stagg Newman said to us in an email, “Note that our goal is to provide equestrians with fundamental understanding to succeed in our challenging sport.  So we are promoting teaching, learning, and dialog, not specific formulas. One of the most knowledgeable people in the sport said there are probably far more good 100 mile horses than riders.  We hope to enable riders to become true horsewoman and horsemen who are much better and able to reach their goals so we have more good riders.”  SVAHA is proud to be part of promoting this goal and thus furthering the goals of our distance riders.  We hope this is just the beginning!

This could include the veterinarians, the local media, and volunteers, too.  

So, no form to fill out, no jumping through hoops - just send an e-mail with as much info as you can.  As this will only be done via e-mail (unless the Board approves the cost of phone calls to obtain the e-mails) just an e-mail will work.
